No. All existing PerryGolf sailings will operate as planned, fully 
and without disruption. 

• What action do I need to take for my clients booked with PerryGolf? No action is 
needed.

FAQs ABOUT PREMIER GOLF 

• Does Premier Golf pay a commission on the golf package when added onto an 
Azamara Cruise? Yes! Travel Advisors receive 10% commission on the golf 
package. 

• How many golf cruises are scheduled for 2028? 23 sailings are scheduled for 
2028 and will be available for booking sometime at the end of Q3. 

• What are some of the golf courses or clubs that guests will have the 
opportunity with Premier Golf? On select Azamara Golf Cruises, some of the best 
golf courses in the world will be available to play through the packages curated by 
Premier Golf, including Seven Mile Beach GC in Tasmania, Cabot Bordeaux GC in 
France, New South Wales GC in Australia, Valderrama in Spain, Toyko GC in Japan, 
Royal Portrush in Northern Ireland, Kingsbarns in Scotland, and Old Head of Kinsale 
in Ireland. 

• With the Premier Golf Cruise package, can I get a cart at each golf course? Most 
courses will include a shared motorized golf cart, but note that many courses in The 
UK and Ireland traditionally do not allow carts, so walking will be required and noted 
in advance. Where carts are not available, caddies will be included where 
applicable. Note: some cruises will have an alternate golf package available at golf 
courses that can guarantee carts.  



   
 

   
 

• Are caddies included in my Premier Golf package? Caddies will be included at 
courses where carts are not provided. Standard fee and tip will be included, 
although you can always provide an additional gratuity to the caddie if warranted.  

• Are there any handicap limits if I want to take a golf cruise with Premier Golf? 
Not many, but we will advise if any restrictions are enforced.  

• Is lunch included? Yes each golf day will included a clubhouse or box lunch 
including soft drinks, beer and wine. 

• Are green fees refundable if I don't play or it rains? Package components are not 
refundable unless the course is officially closed due to inclement weather.  

• Who are the onboard PGA Host Professionals? Premier Golf will employ PGA of 
America professional(s) on each cruise to supervise the onboard  program, run a 
casual tournament, host golfer and spouse events on board the ship, assist with all 
logistics.  

• Can I book only a couple of the courses? Only the full package can be booked and 
it is not operationally feasible to book individual rounds, unless the PGA 
Professional onboard can accommodate, based on availability, during the cruise 
with 48 hours notice.   

• Are my clubs stored on board or kept in my stateroom? Storage and bag handling 
is included so there is no need to keep your golf equipment in your stateroom.  

• Can I get rental clubs instead of bringing my own? In some cases rental clubs can 
be arranged, if booked 30 days in advance. However, every course varies in rental 
club quality and no guarantees can be made. Therefore, it is suggested the golfers 
bring their own equipment.   

• Are there any special activities for golfers?  Besides the rounds of golf off the ship, 
there are pre and post cruise golf extension options, a welcome and farewell 
cocktail party and dinner, occasional PGA Fireside Chats and Golfer Longevity 
Stretching and Fitness sessions.  

• Can my non-golfing spouse ride along?  If available, on a case-by-case basis, 
depending on cart availability and course policy. However, non-golfers will probably 
prefer to choose from the many Azamara shore excursions offered on a daily basis.     

• Who determines the pairings? The PGA Professional will manage pairings but 
requests can be submitted.  

• Can I bring a group of friends? Yes, golf is always better in small groups so inquire 
about making multiple reservations for your friends!
